night

e Medications if needed

e Optional

e Hand soap/sanitizer - there is a sink in each cabin.
However, hand soap is not provided

e Slippers - the cabin floor is carpeted

 Hangers - there are 4 hooks in the bathroom and a pole
outside the bathroom near the sink. Therefore, hangers are
recommended for hanging towels or anything that needs to
be dried

e Sunscreen / Insect Repellent / Hat - there is shade under
the trees but there are also areas with no shade like the
basketball and volleyball courts
