1 The Receiver, Allen Matkins, and Teitelbaum request payment of their fees, on 

an interim basis, at a reduced percentage of 80%, with the remaining "holdback" 
subject to payment at the time of the Receiver's, Allen Matkins', and 
Teitelbaum's submission of their final fee applications in this matter.  
Accordingly, by the Application, the Receiver requests that the Court authorize 
interim payment of his fees and expenses in the amounts of $121,446.96 and 
$1,705.42, respectively, Allen Matkins' fees and expenses in the amounts of 
$126,098.64 and $707.27, respectively, and Teitelbaum's fees in the amount of 
$1,520.00.  Given that Locke Lord's services in connection with the Garipalli 
Action and the instant receivership concluded during the Application Period, the 
Receiver respectfully requests full payment of Locke Lord's fees and expenses, 
in the aggregate amount of $83,639.02.
