Saturday morning breakfast was on our traditional homelands in
Monticello near Ojo Calliente our traditional springs and birthplace of
the twins in our creation story. After meal and introductions to the
lands, the fire was lit and prayers sung for you in traditional
ceremony for all Nde, and all the people and beings for the highest
good of all.

Meals included elk stew with dried corn and piñon, cornbread,
melons, popcorn, oatmeal, pancakes, eggs, turkey sausage, maple
syrup, berries, and more. There was also Indian tea and fresh water
from deep underground.
