A leader and advocate for
cultural traditions, Starla currently serves as the Chairwoman of the
California Indian Basketweavers’ Association. She works in tribal
communities where she teaches basket weaving, traditional foods,
plant medicines, pottery and jewelry. She is dedicated to preserving
and revitalizing cultural traditions in her communities. 
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
