The Idea

About 10 days ago, our workers came up with the idea to
purchase and distribute toys to the poorest children in
Malpaisillo and also in one neighboring community.

Management’s Response

We thought it was a wonderful idea, especially coming from
the staff while we are in the U.S. We also thought it was
important for the workers to be personally involved in every
way. We offered a 10x match to whatever they contributed
from the annual bonuses they were about to receive.

The Farm Family Steps Up

The team contributed $S60 which, when matched, resulted in
$660 available for the project. Next they brainstormed about
which families would receive toys, based on their
poverty/need, and drove to Managua to purchase the toys in
the Orientdl market.

Christmas Surprises

The team went out on Christmas day and gave out lots of toys
to children who would have received little or nothing due to
their parents’ financial condition. In addition to the blessing of
being able to give (and enable our workers to fully take part in

this), we are confident this further cements goodwill within the
community with respect to what Sheep Not Goats is doing, and
with the workers who represent Sheep Not Goats every day.
