The last ski trip of the season, reading crime novels, and eating
lamb on Easter eve are some of the strongest traditions in Nor-
way.

strictions, international travel is out of the question. Last year,
most peoples’ Easter at the cabin was ruined because of the trav-
el ban between communities in Norway.

That way the churches can reach people that almost never go to
church.
