The only
fully Scandinavian regiment of the Civil War, it is
estimated that 90% of its members were born in
Norway, with the remainder being immigrants from
Sweden and Denmark. David, who participates in
American Civil War reenactments, walked us
through the major battles in which the 15th took
part before they mustered out late in 1864. For
more information on this interesting topic, David
suggested the websites www.wisconsinhistory.org
and www.nagcnl.org, and books such as Colonel
Heg and His Boys: A Norwegian Regiment in the
American Civil War; The Civil War Letters of Colo-
nel H.C.Hegq; and Ole goes to war: Men from Nor-
way who fought in American’s Civil War.

Today’s Tech Reveals Viking Burial Ship

One can only imagine what the Vikings of old would think
if they knew the burial ship of their long-entombed breth-
ren was discovered millennia later by technology known
as ground penetrating radar (GPR).

That is exactly what happened in March 2019 in the well-
known Borre National Park in Vestfold County, south of
Oslo, where a team of experts discovered the outline of
the Viking vessel by using GPR. The exciting find com-
plements an array of other Viking graves and burial
mounds in the park, the most anywhere in Northern Eu-
rope. Some of the graves are estimated to date back to
the 7th century. The “boat graves” are believed to be the
final resting place of Vikings belonging to the upper-
echelon, including kings.

GPR uses radar pulses to image the subsurface and de-
tect objects via reflected signals. This method...does not
disturb objects revealed by the technology.

Bus tour to Norsekedalen’s Thrunegaarden

Kristiania members tour Thrunegaarden. The white
building is the original log house built in 1853.

One of the log buildings from immigration times

brought to Thrunegaarden from a farm in the vicinity.

On June 15 approximately 40 members of Kristiania Lodge boarded
the bus for a trip to Thrunegaarden, the Norskedalen Heritage Site
just outside of Coon Valley, WI. The 43-acre property has 13 re-
stored pioneer log buildings, including a school house, and is operat-
ed as an open-air museum. While some of the buildings have been
brought onto the site from other locations, the original log house,
built by Nels Skumsrud in 1853, is considered to be the oldest sur-
viving house in the area. There is also a museum onsite which fea-
tures the exceptional wood carvings of Lloyd Thrune, the last person
to live on the property, and rosemaling done by his wife Agnes and
his sister Ruth.

After the tour of Thrunegaarden, the group ate lunch buffet-style at
Borgen’s Café in Westby, WI. The main feature was their well-
known homemade meatballs with mashed potatoes and gravy, and
to finish things off, there was lots of pie. Before heading home,
many made their way to Dregne’s Scandinavian Gifts just across the
street, which carries almost everything that a Scandinavian would
want!
