Epistle Reading for the Fifth Sunday after Pentecost (Romans 10: 1-10)

Brethren: My heart’s desire, my prayer to God for the Israelites, is that they may be saved. Indeed, | can testify
that they are zealous for God though their zeal is unenlightened. Unaware of God’s justice and seeking to
establish their own, they did not subject themselves to the justice of God. Christ is the end of the law. Through
Him, justice comes to everyone who believes.

Moses writes of the justice that comes from the law, “The one who observes the law shall live by it.” But of the
justice that comes from faith he says, “Do not say in your heart, ‘Who shall go up into heaven?’ (that is, to bring
Christ down), or ‘Who shall go down into the abyss?’ (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead).” What is it he
does say? “The word is near you, on your lips and in your heart” (that is, the word of faith which we preach).
For if you confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead,
you will be saved. Faith in the heart leads to justification, confession on the lips to salvation.

Gospel Reading for the Fifth Sunday after Pentecost (St. Matthew 8: 28-34; 9:1)

At that time, as Jesus approached the Gadarene boundary, He encountered two men coming out of the tombs.
They were possessed by demons and were so savage that no one could travel along that road. With a sudden
shriek they cried, “Why meddle with us, Son of God? Have You come to torture us before the appointed time?”
Some distance away a large herd of swine was feeding. The demons kept appealing to Him, “If You expel us,
send us into the herd of swine.” He answered, “Out with you!” At that they came forth and entered the swine.
The whole herd went rushing down the bluff into the sea and were drowned.

The swineherds took to their heels, and upon their arrival in the town related everything that had happened,
including the story about the two possessed men. The upshot was that the entire town came out to meet Jesus.
When they caught sight of Him, they begged Him to leave their neighborhood. Then He reentered the boat,
made the crossing, and came back to His own town.

Sermon for the Fifth Sunday after Pentecost
Glory to Jesus Christ! My Dear Brother and Sisters in Christ!

In today’s gospel reading, Jesus and His disciples arrive at a town called Gadara. They had just gone
through a storm where the apostles witnessed Jesus calm the winds and the waves. Two demon-
possessed men came out of their tomb-filled lifeless cave and beg Him to send them into a herd of
swine. This gospel reading should cause us to reflect today on the demons that hound us into
submission to Satan. Do we let them possess us or do we let God possess us back?

We see a number of cases of Christians being possessed by the demons today. If the Holy Spirit dwells
in the Christian, the Bible says, “Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee
from you.” (James 4:7).



What is surprising though in today’s gospel is that the people pleaded with Jesus to leave their place.
Instead of thinking of Him as the Savior who will free them from future demons and problems that
they will face, He is seen as a disruptor of their daily lives.

Jews consider pigs as unclean animals; therefore, they do not eat their meat. But for Gentiles, which
populated this region, they love eating the meat of pigs. The death of these pigs, which plunged into
the sea along with the demons in them, may result in starvation and loss of livelihood for them.

They never imagined that Jesus could totally eradicate their future demons if they just let Him enter
into their lives. But what they see are the short-term pleasures that may eventually disappear. The
Gentiles of Gadarene represent us today. We are so self-possessed, that we have many excuses to
commit sin or are too calloused to see the sin in what we are doing. Our minds are littered with lust,
vindictiveness, covetousness and attachments to things, power, titles and wealth to the extent of
sacrificing our values to acquire them.

We may be addicted to the demons of drugs, alcohol, gambling or sex. We feel we don’t need God and
our successes are attributable to our own efforts alone. Our egos are bloated and pride makes us
unable to accept the mistakes or even just the perspectives of others. We become too sensitive to
negative opinion and are always resentful of anyone who tries to go against us.

In that sense, we are no match against the evil forces. But we have the Holy Spirit within us that can
ensure victory over evil. St. Paul instructs us to use spiritual weapons — truth and righteousness — to
fight evil. But we can only be effective if we live a life of prayer and sacrifice. If our prayers are
centered not on ourselves and what we want, but on seeking holiness for ourselves and those around
us, we will be able to conquer the evil that tries to permanently displace the Holy Spirit in our lives.

Weekly Reflection:

Learning about our Catholic Faith — Your Intentions in Life

“The lamp of the body is the eye. If your eye is sound, your whole body will be filled with light; but if your eye is
bad, your whole body will be in darkness. And if the light in you is darkness, how great will the darkness
be.” Matthew 6:22-23

Every Scripture passage, in a spiritual sense, can teach us many lessons. Saint Thomas Aquinas, in his
commentary on Matthew’s Gospel, offers one interpretation to the passage quoted above by saying
that the “eye” in this passage refers to your intention and “your whole body” refers to all of your
actions that follow from your intention. Therefore, when your intentions are in line with God’s will,
the actions that follow will be also. This is a very practical and useful lesson for your journey toward
holiness.

With this insight from Saint Thomas, we must look at our intentions in an honest and complete way.
What are your intentions in life? It’s easy for us to form various intentions that may seem good as well
as some that are contrary to the will of God without even realizing it. We may intend to get a good
night’s sleep on one occasion. Or intend to have fun with family and friends on a certain day. Or we
may intend to cook a good meal, clean the house, do well at work, etc. There are many momentary
intentions that are good and are a normal part of daily living. However, the most important intention
to consider is that which is the deepest of them all. What is the most central, foundational, and
fundamental intention by which your life is directed?

The primary intention that you should work to acquire is to give God the greatest glory possible in all
that you do. Giving glory to God is accomplished when you choose Him and His holy will above



everything else in life. When this is the deepest and most fundamental intention of your life,
everything else will flow from it. All secondary intentions and actions will align with this central focus
and work toward its accomplishment. But when there are other “first intentions” that you have on the
most fundamental level, then all the rest of your intentions and actions will be misguided and directed
in a disordered way.

Reflect, today, upon the most fundamental intention you have in life. Doing so will require a
considerable amount of interior reflection and honesty. It will require that you sort through the many
things that motivate you and the decisions you make each and every day. Reflect upon the primary
purpose of your life, which must be to give God the greatest glory possible by choosing and living His
perfect will. Do all of your daily actions align with this ultimate goal? Commit yourself to the holy
work of examining all of your actions in this light so that you will more fully achieve the purpose for
which you were created.

Let us pray: God of all glory, You and You alone are worthy of all my praise. Your will and Your will
alone must become the foundation of all that | choose in life. Give me the spiritual insight | need to
look deeply at all that motivates me and all of my most interior intentions in life. May all of my
intentions and all of my actions have as their goal Your eternal glory. Jesus, | trust in You. Amen.
