Gospel Reading for the Sixth Sunday after Pentecost (St. Matthew 9: 1 — 8)

At that time, Jesus reentered the boat, made the crossing, and came back to His own town. There the people at
once brought to Him a paralyzed man lying on a mat. When Jesus saw their faith He said to the paralytic, “Have
courage, son, your sins are forgiven.” At that some of the scribes said to themselves: “The man blasphemes.”
Jesus was aware of what they were thinking and said, “Why do you harbor evil thoughts? Which is less trouble
to say, ‘Your sins are forgiven’ or ‘Stand up and walk’? To help you realize that the Son of Man has authority on
earth to forgive sins” — He then said to the paralyzed man — “Stand up! Roll up your mat, and go home.” The
man stood up and went toward his home. At the sight, a feeling of awe came over the crowd, and they praised
God for giving such authority to men.

Sermon for the Sixth Sunday after Pentecost
Slava Isusu Khrystu! My Dear Brother and Sisters in Christ!

Today’s Gospel talks about the forgiveness of sins and about healing. However, Christ did not rest contented by
just forgiving the paralyzed man’s sins. He also provided visible proof to the skeptics of His divine authority by
enabling the man to stand up, carry his bed, and walk home. Christ’s healing of the man’s soul was not an
invisible act somehow totally separate from the rest of his life. His miraculously renewed health was a visible
sign of his restoration as a whole human being in God’s image and likeness. The Lord restored his freedom, his
strength, and his integrity as an embodied person. And He commanded him to live accordingly by doing what
the paralyzed man could never have done by his own power: to rise, pick up his bed, and walk home.

Whether we recognize it or not, that is the will of the Lord for each and every one of us. He comes to heal our
corruption, to strengthen us so that we will not be enslaved in weakness to our sins and passions, and to enable
us to share fully in His restoration of the human person in the divine image and likeness of God. Even as the
Savior rose bodily from the tomb and ascended to heaven, He enables us to serve Him faithfully in our own
bodies in the practical challenges of the world as we know it. Not only did Jesus forgive the paralytic’s sins, but



He empowered and commanded him to embrace a new life. He does the same for us by calling us to pursue a
life that displays to the world the healing of every dimension of our humanity.

When the paralytic was brought to Christ, He did not tell him immediately to stand up. First, He forgave his sins.
That is a key point because our salvation is not found in simply doing good deeds or obeying laws by our own
power. Christ first forgave the man’s sins, which means that He healed the corruption that reached to the depth
of his soul and that kept Him from personal union with God. Our salvation is an infinite journey, for to be
perfect as our Father in heaven is perfect is a calling with no upward limit. Christ told the paralytic to begin that
journey by standing up, carrying his bed, and walking home. By forgiving his sins, Jesus graciously gave him the
healing necessary for him to take a first step that would have otherwise been impossible for him. Then the man
had to cooperate with the Lord, obeying His command as he moved forward in life, one step at a time.

One can come to Christ in many different ways. Today we heard about one unique and recently more traveled
path to Christ. This is the path of the person who is weakened by his sinful past life and iliness, and is paralyzed
by sin. He could not move on his own, yet on his path to Christ he passed many healthy people. For many
contemporary faithful the encounter with Christ often happens on a hospital bed. It is often the faith of
relatives or friends who call a priest to the bedside of the person who isill. Infants also cannot come to Christ
on their own. The Lord accepts and blesses the parents who bring their children to the temple for them to be in
communion with Christ.

So my dear brothers and sisters in Christ, today the Lord mercifully tells each one of us be of good cheer by
believing that if we come to Christ in faith and true repentance, our brokenness will be healed by our Lord, God
and Savior Jesus Christ. Amen.

Weekly Reflection

Learning about our Catholic Faith — Miracles and Faith

Jesus summoned His twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits to drive them out and to cure
every disease and every illness. Matthew 10:1

Jesus gave His Apostles a sacred authority. They were able to drive out demons and heal the sick. They also
won many converts to Christ by their preaching. It is interesting to look at this extraordinary charism the
Apostles had to act miraculously. It is interesting because we do not see this happen that often today.

However, at the beginnings of the Church it seems that miracles were quite common. One reason for this is that
Jesus made quite a statement in the beginning to set things in motion.

The miracles He did and those of His Apostles were powerful signs of the power and presence of God. These
miracles helped the preaching of the Apostles to be more believable and bring forth many converts. It seems
that, as the Church grew, miracles in such great numbers were not as necessary for the authentication of the
Word of God. The personal lives and witness of believers eventually were sufficient to spread the Gospel
without the help of numerous miracles. Martyrdom and acts of great faith became the true signs of God’s
presence.

This is helpful to understand because we see something similar in our own lives of faith and conversion. Often
in the beginning of our faith journey, we have many powerful experiences of God’s presence. There may be
deep consoling spiritual feelings and a clear sense that God is with us. But over time, these feelings can start to
disappear and we can wonder where they went or wonder if we have done something wrong. There is an
important spiritual lesson here. As our faith deepens, the spiritual consolations we may receive at the beginning
can often fade away because God wants us to love and serve Him out of a more purified faith and love. We
should believe and follow Him not because He makes us feel good, but because it is good and right to love and
serve Him. This can be a difficult lesson to learn but an essential one.

Reflect, today, upon how deep and sustaining your faith is. Do you know and love God even when things are
hard and when He seems far away? Those moments, more than any, are the moments when your personal faith
and conversion can grow the strongest.

Let us pray: My miraculous Lord, help my faith in You and my love of You to be deep, stable and strong. Help me
to rely upon that faith more than upon any external “miracles” or feelings. Help me to love You first and
foremost out of a pure love for You. Jesus, | trust in You. Amen.
