Visiting a Byzantine Catholic Church? What to Expect!
The Byzantine Rite, Ukrainian Catholic Church has been called “the best-kept secret in America.” Whether you’re from a
different Christian tradition or exploring for the first time, some things may feel unfamiliar. Below are answers to common
questions to help you feel more at home:

e What is the Divine Liturgy? It’s our main worship service—literally, “the work of the people” where we celebrate the
Eucharist. Most Sundays use the Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom (5th c.), w/the Liturgy of St. Basil (4th c.) on certain feast
days.

e  What about children? Children are full participants in worship. We do not separate them for a different service, their
presence—even their noise—is welcome!

e Why all the icons? Icons are not idols; they’re sacred images that teach, inspire prayer, and connect us with the heavenly
reality. We venerate them as a sign of love and honor, not worship.

e Why do people make the Sign of the Cross? It’s an ancient Christian gesture expressing our faith and devotion, used during
prayer or at moments of blessing.

e Why the incense and chanting? Worship involves all the senses. Incense represents our prayers rising to God. Chanting
helps proclaim Scripture and prayer beautifully and clearly.

e Why do we stand? Standing is the biblical posture of prayer and reverence—just as it is in heaven (Isaiah 6:2, Revelation
7:11).

e What is the Eucharist? Eastern Catholics believe that the bread and wine truly become the Body and Blood of Christ. This
mystery is approached with awe and reverence.

e Can I receive Communion? Communion is for baptized Catholic Christians who have prepared through prayer, fasting, and
confession.

e How can I become Eastern Catholic? Speak with our priest. After a time of learning and preparation as a catechumen, you
may be received through baptism or chrismation.

e We’re glad you’re here. “Come and see” (John 1:46)—and if you have questions, don’t hesitate to ask Fr. Ihor or Deacon Jon,
or any member of our community.

Epistle: Reading of the Second Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians. (2Cor 11:21-12:9)
Brethren: What anyone dares to boast of (I am speaking in foolishness) I also dare. Are they Hebrews? So am I. Are they
Israelites? So am 1. Are they descendants of Abraham? So am I1? Are they ministers of Christ? (I am talking like an insane
person). I am still more, with far greater labors, far more imprisonments, far worse beatings, and numerous brushes with death.
Five times at the hands of the Jews I received forty lashes minus one. Three times | was beaten with rods, once | was stoned,
three times I was shipwrecked, I passed a night and a day on the deep; on frequent journeys, in dangers from rivers, dangers from
robbers, dangers from my own race, dangers from Gentiles, dangers in the city, dangers in the wilderness, dangers at sea, dangers
among false brothers, in toil and hardship, through many sleepless nights, through hunger and thirst, through frequent fastings,
through cold and exposure. And apart from these things, there is the daily pressure upon me of my anxiety for all the churches.
Who is weak, and I am not weak? Who is led to sin, and I am not indignant?
I must boast; not that it is profitable, but I will go on to visions and revelations of the Lord. I know someone in Christ who,
fourteen years ago (whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows,) was caught up to the third heaven. And I
know that this person (whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows) was caught up into Paradise and heard
ineffable things, which no one may utter. About this person I will boast, but about myself I will not boast, except about my
weaknesses. Although if I should wish to boast, I would not be foolish, for I would be telling the truth. But I refrain, so that no
one may think more of me than what he sees in me or hears from me because of the abundance of the revelations. Therefore, that
I might not become too elated, a thorn in the flesh was given to me, an angel of Satan, to beat me, to keep me from being too
elated. Three times I begged the Lord about this, that it might leave me, but he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for
power is made perfect in weakness.” 1 will rather boast most gladly of my weaknesses, in order that the power of Christ may
dwell with me.

Whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven; and whatever you loose
on earth shall be loosed in heaven.”

Deacon Jon’s Sermon

I remember the first time I was asked, “Who is Jesus to you?” Not in a theological discussion, not during a class, or confronted
by a non-believer, but when I was in quiet prayer, at a time when life had become, not confusing, but there were struggles I was
dealing with. At that moment, it wasn’t about reciting what I’d learned in Church. It wasn’t about repeating memorized prayers.
It was about what I believed in my heart. Could I really say, “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God”? And more
importantly, could I live a life like I actually believed that? It was a turning point for me—not because I thought had all the
answers, but because I realized that confessing Christ is not just a moment. It’s a foundation of something much larger, more
solid, and on-going, a life long commitment.

We all, at one point or another, face that question. Maybe not with words—but through the pressures of life, through
suffering, through doubt. It forces us to ask, who do we say that Jesus is? Society, non-believers, atheists, other Christians, and
even ourselves, we are surrounded by voices trying to tell us who Jesus is: a good teacher, a prophet, a myth. Even, at time,
when new look within, our image of Christ can become confused—sometimes we want Him to be a helper, a healer, a provider.
A guy who’s going to let me win the lottery, or help me get ahead at work—but not always our Lord. We say we follow Him,
but are we standing on a solid rock of faith? Or, are we building our lives on sand—on comfort, opinion, and fear of actually
following Christ as we should? This Gospel today challenges us to be honest and ask ourselves, “Who is Christ?”” We can find
an answer to that when Jesus asks His disciples, “Who do people say that I, the Son of Man, am?” And they offer the popular
answers of the time: John the Baptist, Elijah, Jeremiah. Like us they speculate and get the wrong answer. But then Jesus asks the
most important question, “But who do you say that [ am?” It’s Peter who answers, “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living
God.” And Jesus blesses him—not because Peter had the right answer, but because this truth was revealed to him by the Father.
Then the Lord says something amazing, “You are Peter, and on this rock I will build My Church, and the gates of Hades shall
not prevail against it.”

What is the rock? It’s not just Peter as a person—it’s his confession of faith. It is the truth of who Christ is, revealed by God
and received with a trusting heart. That confession, “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God”. This is not just theological
theory. This is the foundation of our lives. Without this faith, we collapse under pressure. With it, we can withstand
anything—even the gates of Hades. And notice what Christ does next: He gives Peter the keys. Authority. Responsibility. Not
just to speak the truth, but to build upon it—to carry it, live it, protect it. That is what the Church does, from generation to
generation. And that is what each of us is called to do: to confess Christ not just with our lips, but with our whole lives.

My dear brothers and sisters, who do we say that Jesus is? Here today, not just with our mouths, but with our hearts and
minds. At these moments are we standing on faith, or something else? Are we building our days, our choices, our relationships
on the foundation of Christ, or on temporary, earthly things? To follow the will of God means standing firm on the truth of who
Christ is, even when it’s not popular, even when it's hard. Even when we can lose everything. If we are confused about God’s
will, we begin here: by reaffirming this foundation. Everything flows from it. When we know who Christ is, we begin to see
who we are—and what we are called to do. So today, don’t forget us not just remember Peter’s confession—Iet us make it our
own. Let us build our lives, our families, our communities, and this parish on the unshakable rock of faith in Christ. And let us
be a Church that still proclaims, with courage and conviction, “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God.” Which is to say
“I trust You, I will obey You, I belong to You.”

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Third Sunday after Pentecost "If therefore thine eye be pure thy whole body shall be full of light. But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body
shall be full of darkness." Here the mind is called the eye, and the entire composition of the soul is called the body. Thus, when the mind is
simple then it is light in the soul; when the mind is evil, then it is dark in the soul. What are a simple mind and an evil mind? A simple mind is
one which accepts the word of God as is written and is convinced beyond a doubt that all is indeed as is written. It has no deceit, no wavering,
or hesitation. An evil mind is one which approaches the word of God with slyness, artful disputing, and questioning. It cannot directly believe
but subjects the word of God to its sophistry. It approaches the word not as a disciple, but as a judge and critic, to test something stated there,
and then either scoffs at it, or says in a haughty manner, “Yes, not bad.” Such a mind has no firm tenets, because it clearly does not believe the
word of God, and its own rationale is always unstable — today one way, tomorrow another. It has only wavering, confusion, questions
without answers; everything is out of place with it, and it walks in the dark, fumbling its way. A simple mind sees everything clearly:
everything in it has a definite character, determined by the word of God. That is why everything in it has its place, and it knows exactly how
to behave with relation to things — it walks along open, visible roads, with complete assurance that they lead to the true goal.
