Troparion and Kontakion:
Troparion (5): Let us the faithful acclaim and worship the Word, co-eternal with the Father and the Spirit, and born
of the Virgin for our salvation. For He willed to be lifted up on the cross in the flesh, to suffer death and to raise the
dead by His glorious resurrection.

Epistle: Reading of the Second Epistle of St. Paul to Timothy. (2Tim 3:10-15)
Brethren: You have followed my teaching, way of life, purpose, faith, patience, love, endurance, persecutions, and
sufferings, such as happened to me in Antioch, Iconium, and Lystra, persecutions that I endured. Yet from all these
things the Lord delivered me. In fact, all who want to live religiously in Christ Jesus will be persecuted. But wicked
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people and charlatans will go from bad to worse, deceivers and deceived. But you, remain faithful to what you have
learned and believed, because you know from whom you learned it, and that from infancy you have known [the]
sacred scriptures, which are capable of giving you wisdom for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus.

Gospel: (Lk 18:10-14)
The Lord told this parable: “Two people went up to the temple area to pray; one was a Pharisee and the other was a
tax collector. The Pharisee took up his position and spoke this prayer to himself, ‘O God, I thank you that I am not
like the rest of humanity - greedy, dishonest, adulterous - or even like this tax collector. I fast twice a week, and I pay
tithes on my whole income.’ But the tax collector stood off at a distance and would not even raise his eyes to heaven
but beat his breast and prayed, ‘O God, be merciful to me a sinner.’ I tell you, the latter went home justified, not the
former; for everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and the one who humbles himself will be exalted.”
Sunday of Publican and Pharisee
“I tell you, this man went down to his house justified rather than the other; for everyone who exalts himself will be
humbled, but he who humbles himself will be exalted.” There is a great difference between the Publican and the
Pharisee in today’s Gospel reading. The Pharisee didn’t know who he really was. He kept telling God how different
he was from other men. But he never said who he actually was. That is why he could do nothing but talk. The
Publican, on the other hand, knew exactly who he was... “I am a sinner,” he said. Because he knew himself, he was
able to do something about it. He asked for forgiveness. In the Eastern Church, today is the beginning of the Lenten
Triodion which is three weeks of preparation for the Lenten season of repentance and renewal. The Kontakion for the
Divine Liturgy helps us in this preparation by telling us to avoid pride and to practice humility like the Publican.
Why place emphasis on humility...Because humility is for us the beginning of true repentance. Eastern Christian
spirituality, following the example of Christ, has as its basic principle, the admonition that humility is an infallible
sign that we are on the road to God. Reading Holy Scripture, we see the example Our Lord gives us: He said, “Learn
from me, for [ am meek and humble of heart.” On Holy Thursday Our Lord washed the feet of His Apostles. In the
end, He suffered the humiliation of death on the Cross. Yet even from the Cross, He forgave His tormentors and those
responsible for His death. Keeping these examples in mind, we should spend as much time as we can trying to know
ourselves as we really are... knowing who we really are, we can then do something about it. On this Sunday let us
remind ourselves to BE HUMBLE....STOOP TO CONQUER.

Pre-Lenten Sundays - There are four more Sundays within Pre-Lent (including today). The “Sunday of the Publican
and the Pharisee” calls us to consider our life, and to repent of our sins for repentance is the door through which we
enter the Holy Forty Days Fast. The “Sunday of the Prodigal Son” calls us to “come to ourselves” and return to the
Father, who eagerly awaits our return. The “Sunday of the Last Judgment” reminds us that while the Lord’s mercy is
immeasurable even He does not forgive those who do not repent. And, finally, on “Forgiveness Sunday” we
remember Adam’s expulsion from Paradise and the proper method of fasting (don’t put on a gloomy face).
Non-Fasting Week

This week (from the Sunday of the Publican and Pharisee to the Sunday of the Prodigal Son)

according to our Liturgical calendar, is a fast free week. The prayer of the Pharisee was to boast

that he fasts twice a week. In order to eliminate all pride before the beginning of the Great Fast,

the holy fathers directed that we do not fast at all this week.
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
