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Visiting a Byzantine Catholic Church? What to Expect!
The Byzantine Rite, Ukrainian Catholic Church has been called “the best-kept secret in America.” Whether you’re from a
different Christian tradition or exploring for the first time, some things may feel unfamiliar. Below are answers to common
questions to help you feel more at home:

e  What is the Divine Liturgy? It’s our main worship service—literally, “the work of the people” where we celebrate the Eucharist.
Most Sundays use the Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom (5th c.), w/the Liturgy of St. Basil (4th c.) on certain feast days.

e  What about children? Children are full participants in worship. We do not separate them for a different service, their
presence—even their noise—is welcome!

e  Why all the icons? Icons are not idols; they’re sacred images that teach, inspire prayer, and connect us with the heavenly reality.
We venerate them as a sign of love and honor, not worship.

e  Why do people make the Sign of the Cross? It’s an ancient Christian gesture expressing our faith and devotion, used during prayer
or at moments of blessing.

o  Why the incense and chanting? Worship involves all the senses. Incense represents our prayers rising to God. Chanting helps
proclaim Scripture and prayer beautifully and clearly.

o Why do we stand? Standing is the biblical posture of prayer and reverence—just as it is in heaven (Isaiah 6:2, Revelation 7:11).

o What is the Eucharist? Eastern Catholics believe that the bread and wine truly become the Body and Blood of Christ. This
mystery is approached with awe and reverence.

e Can I receive Communion? Communion is for baptized Catholic Christians who have prepared through prayer, fasting, and
confession.

o How can I become Eastern Catholic? Speak with our priest. After a time of learning and preparation as a catechumen, you may be
received through baptism or chrismation.
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Sunday of Saint Thomas On the Second Sunday of Pascha the Church celebrates the confirmation of the Resurrection of
Christ. Thomas, one of the Twelve, was not with the other disciples when Jesus appeared to them on the evening of that first
day of the week. Despite the testimony of others that they had seen the Lord, Thomas challenged the reality of the Resurrection
until he could see for himself. Eight days later they had again gathered behind locked doors. Thomas, upon seeing the risen Lord
for himself cried "My Lord and my God!" Jesus then said to him: “Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are
those who have not seen and yet have believed." It is not because of historical evidence or miracles that we are called to believe.
We are called to believe because we have accepted the grace of God found in the preaching of the Good News.

On the evening of that first day of the week, when the doors were locked where the disciples were, for fear of the Jews, Jesus
came and stood in their midst and said to them, “Peace be with you.” When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his
side. The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. [Jesus] said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me,
so I send you.” And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the holy Spirit. Whose sins you
forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.” Thomas, called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with
them when Jesus came. So the other disciples said to him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I see the mark
of the nails in his hands and put my finger into the nail marks and put my hand into his side, I will not believe.” Now a week
later his disciples were again inside and Thomas was with them. Jesus came, although the doors were locked, and stood in their
midst and said, “Peace be with you.” Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and
put it into my side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe.” Thomas answered and said to him, “My Lord and my God!” Jesus
said to him, “Have you come to believe because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and have believed.”
Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of [his] disciples that are not written in this book. But these are written that you
may [come to] believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through this belief you may have life in his name.

Deacon Jon’s Sermon

For all of Lent we walked with Christ through His suffering, His Cross, His burial—and then we heard the good news: Christ is
risen! And, then for all of Bright Week we have lived the joy of Christ’s Resurrection. We celebrate His And yet, like the
apostles, our joy is often mixed with confusion, even hesitation. They, too, heard the news, and still hid behind closed doors,
unable to fully grasp what had happened. So today the Church, in her wisdom, gives us the Apostle Thomas. “Doubting
Thomas, as we like to call him, but this isn’t really correct. Thomas was not cold or indifferent. He loved Christ deeply. He was
the one who once said, “Let us go, that we may die with Him.” His heart was loyal and courageous. When he asked to see the
wounds of Christ, it was not because he rejected the Resurrection, but because he longed for a firm, living, unshakable faith. He
wanted what we all seek, we want that assurance, we want help with our unbelief. And this speaks directly to us. We all rejoice
when we hear the Resurrection hymn, “Christ is risen!” But sometimes that joy fades quickly. We forget the joy from even a
week ago when we Father lhor seemed to think we needed all that extra Holy Water. Why is that? It’s not because the
Resurrection is less powerful after seven days, but because our faith is weak, and our hearts are attached to lesser things, to idle
distractions, to the pleasures of this world. We say we believe—but often it is only half-faith. All too often we’re fair weather
Catholics, we confess faith when things are going good, when prayers are answered, when the comfort of this world soothes us.
But when we are called to patience, to sacrifice, to struggle—our faith weakens. Like the disciples, we want the visible, we want
success, not the Cross. St. Thomas shows us another way. He refuses to live with half-faith. He seeks Christ fully, honestly. He
wants to be part of that tangible faith that ties us to Christ. And because of this, Christ comes to him. He enters through closed
doors and invites Thomas to touch His wounds. And then Thomas cries out: “My Lord and my God!” As Gregory the Great
beautifully says, “The disbelief of Thomas has done more for our faith than the faith of the other disciples.” Because when
Thomas questions, tests, and seeks an answer he dives deeper into Faith. He mirrors what we all do at one time or another, we
question, seeking the Truth that can only be found when we physically engage with the Risen Christ. Because when Christ
reaches out to us, time and again, we can physically respond, both with our hearts and minds. This is what God desires from us
when He approaches. He doesn’t seek perfect people, but wants hearts that truly seek Him. My dear brothers and sisters, we
have to stop and ask ourselves, if Christ comes to us, what will He find? A living faith? Or just habit and routine? Will He find
those who only wait for the things of this world, who wait for comfort? Or, will He find us so in love with Christ that it is as if
we just reached out and felt the wounds in His hands? We mustn’t forget last weekend. We mustn’t forget that Christ died and
rose again. We mustn’t settle for a half-belief that only seeks the things of this world. We must be like Thomas seeking a faith
that believes and loves, and a faith that finally confesses with the whole heart, “My Lord and my God!”
