When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his
side. The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. [Jesus] said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me,
so I send you.” And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the holy Spirit. Whose sins you
forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.” Thomas, called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with
them when Jesus came. So the other disciples said to him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I see the
mark of the nails in his hands and put my finger into the nail marks and put my hand into his side, I will not believe.” Now a
week later his disciples were again inside and Thomas was with them. Jesus came, although the
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doors were locked, and stood in their midst and said, “Peace be with you.” Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and
see my hands, and bring your hand and put it into my side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe.” Thomas answered and said
to him, “My Lord and my God!” Jesus said to him, “Have you come to believe because you have seen me? Blessed are those
who have not seen and have believed.” Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of [his] disciples that are not written in
this book. But these are written that you may [come to] believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through this
belief you may have life in his name. It is truly right... (Or the Hirmos of the Feast): The angel exclaimed to her, full of grace:
Rejoice, O pure virgin, again I say: Rejoice! Your Son is risen from the grave on the third day and has raised the dead. Let all
nations rejoice. Shine in splendor, O new Jerusalem! For the glory of the Lord is risen upon you. Sing with joy and rejoice, O
Zion sing. And you, pure Mother of God, rejoice in the resurrection of your Son.

Deacon Jon’ Sermon

We like to view ourselves as rational creatures and the world tells us that we are irrational to believe in God. We are
taught to question everything. Trust but verify. Seeing is believing. With my own eyes. I remember hearing about my
father’s childhood growing up in South Boston, the stories he told me seemed like another world, another time. And,
they really were. Stories about escapades on the Cape in Summer, or growing up during the war. These were all
factual, but still, do my ears seemed too unrealistic. I questuioned if he was really telling me the truth, or at least was
embellishing his childhood. But today’s reading will teach us everything we need to know about doubt. We will read
about St. Thomas, who walked with Christ, listened to Christ, saw Jesus perform miracles, even saw Him raise
others from the dead. But still, his doubt, like we all have, questioned whether Jesus could really raise from the dead
after three days. In his disbelief turning toward belief, we get one of the greatest prayers, exclamations that could
ever be said, “My Lord and my God!” No other disciple proclaims Christ is such simple, but powerful words, “My
Lord and my God!” The world we live in is telling us that we are living in a fantasy world by believing in Christ.
Other religions will tell us that the resurrection never happened, the body was stolen. Or, will say that Jesus was a
great humanitarian with profound philosophical ideas, but was not god. Skeptics will say, where’s the proof? We
believers may wrestle with doubt, asking God for proof. Asking Him to prove that He is God through begging in
prayer, or bargaining with God, save me from and I’ll never miss Liturgy again, or I’ll turn my life around.
We, too, are often like Thomas. Living in a world of skepticism, of broken promises, of false hope. Our hearts are
slow to believe. We demand to see. We want proof. But even when we question Him, the Lord doesn’t reject us.
Instead, He comes to us, as He came to Thomas—mnot in anger, but in love. He invites Thomas to “reach forth your
hand”. Time and again in the Gospels we see Jesus coming towards the blind or crippled, reaching out to the lame or
possessed. Christ has an unwavering love for us, He won’t abandon us, He won’t forget about us.

My dear brothers and sisters, last week we celebrated the Resurrection. This week we celebrate doubt. But, if we
have doubt, bring them before Christ in prayer and the Sacred Mysteries. In a deeper prayer life, we can meet the
Risen Christ. In the Eucharist we can see, touch, taste, and physically become one with Christ. In participating in
Services, we get to be present with the Risen Lord.

Sunday of Saint Thomas

Today is the eighth day of the paschal celebration, the last day of Bright Week. In the Gospel we encounter the incredulity of
Thomas. His doubt, however, leads to tremendous faith: "My Lord and My God". After his encounter with the Risen Lord,
Thomas is sent with the other eleven to baptize all nations in the name of the Holy Trinity. Doubt followed by a commission to
serve Christ illustrates how faith empowers us to serve Christ in unbelievable ways. We ourselves have not seen Christ with our
physical eyes nor touched his risen body with our physical hands, yet in the Holy Spirit we have seen and touched and tasted
the Word of Life, and so we believe. On this Sunday of St. Thomas let us examine ourselves. Let us be ready to answer before
our own conscience and do what is necessary to change our lives in such a way that people meeting us may look at us and say:
Such people we have never seen. There is something about them that we have never seen in anyone. What is it? And we could
answer: It is the life of Christ abroad in us. We are His limbs. This is the life of the Spirit in us. We are His temple. Amen. On
this Second Sunday of Pascha the Church celebrates the confirmation of the Resurrection of Christ. Thomas, one of the Twelve,
was not with the other disciples when Jesus appeared to them on the evening of that first day of the week. Despite the
testimony of others that they had seen the Lord, Thomas challenged the reality of the Resurrection until he could see for
himself. Eight days later they had again gathered behind locked doors. Thomas, upon seeing the risen Lord for himself cried
"My Lord and my God!" Jesus then said to him: “Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have
not seen and yet have believed." It is not because of historical evidence or miracles that we are called to believe. We are called
to believe because we have accepted the grace of God found in the preaching of the Good News.



Easter Season:

On Easter Sunday, we entered into the Easter Season, which lasts for the next forty days until Ascension Thursday. During this
time, our greeting changes from Slava Isusu Khrystu! (Glory to Jesus Christ!) to Khrystos Voskres! (Christ is Risen!), to which
we respond Voeestinu Voskres! (Indeed He is Risen!). We also do not kneel during these next forty days because kneeling is a
sign of penance, but we now celebrate Christ’s victory over death by His holy Resurrection, and so we remain standing during
those times of the Divine Liturgy when we would normally kneel. This is not just for sanctification, the proper posture for all
prayer is to stand rather than to kneel. In Church and at your icon corner at home, there is NO KNEELING at any
time.Standing is a sign of joy.a and what greater joy do we have other than the Resurrection of Christ?
