Visiting a Byzantine Catholic Church? What to Expect!
The Byzantine Rite, Ukrainian Catholic Church has been called “the best-kept secret in America.” Whether you’re from a
different Christian tradition or exploring for the first time, some things may feel unfamiliar. Below are answers to common
questions to help you feel more at home:

e  What is the Divine Liturgy? It’s our main worship service—literally, “the work of the people” where we celebrate the Eucharist.
Most Sundays use the Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom (5th c.), w/the Liturgy of St. Basil (4th c.) on certain feast days.

e  What about children? Children are full participants in worship. We do not separate them for a different service, their
presence—even their noise—is welcome!

e  Why all the icons? Icons are not idols; they’re sacred images that teach, inspire prayer, and connect us with the heavenly reality.
We venerate them as a sign of love and honor, not worship.

e  Why do people make the Sign of the Cross? It’s an ancient Christian gesture expressing our faith and devotion, used during prayer
or at moments of blessing.

e  Why the incense and chanting? Worship involves all the senses. Incense represents our prayers rising to God. Chanting helps
proclaim Scripture and prayer beautifully and clearly.

e  Why do we stand? Standing is the biblical posture of prayer and reverence—just as it is in heaven (Isaiah 6:2, Revelation 7:11).

o What is the Eucharist? Eastern Catholics believe that the bread and wine truly become the Body and Blood of Christ. This
mystery is approached with awe and reverence.

e Can I receive Communion? Communion is for baptized Catholic Christians who have prepared through prayer, fasting, and
confession.

e How can I become Eastern Catholic? Speak with our priest. After a time of learning and preparation as a catechumen, you may be
received through baptism or chrismation.

Reading of the Acts of the Holy Apostles. (Acts 1:1-8)

In the first book, Theophilus, I dealt with all that Jesus did and taught until the day he was taken up, after giving instructions
through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen.

Deacon Jon’s Sermon

“Christ is Risen!” — and with that, the whole world is made new. Death has been vanquished, eternal life is made available to
all! Today we stand before the tomb, it is not a symbol, not a metaphor, but is the living truth of God’s victory over death. The
stone has been rolled away, not only from the grave of our Lord, but from the hardened places of our own hearts. Death, which
once held humanity in fear and bondage, has been trampled down by Life Himself. In the Resurrection, we see that no darkness
is final. No sin is beyond forgiveness. No sorrow is without hope. The Cross is not the end, because through it, Christ has
opened for us the way to eternal life. We are called to not only celebrate Pascha, but to live it. As Christ rose, so we must rise
above the sin and depravity of this world, to be above the hatred, the despair. We are called to be followers of Christ with a heart
full of compassion, love, and faith. Let us forgive all by the Resurrection. Let us embrace one another as brothers and sisters, not
in word only, but in truth and action. The light that shines from the empty tomb is given to each of us to carry into a world still
longing for hope. So today, rejoice! Not because life is easy, but because Christ has overcome. Not because we are strong, but
because He is victorious. Christ is Risen! Indeed, He is Risen!
