Playtime, storytime, 
arts & crafts, fingerplays and songs combine to 
provide a basis for introducing learning concepts 
to our tiny angels. 

 
 
 
 

FOUR YEAR OLD PROGRAM 
 

The four year old program is designed to help ready 
your child for Kindergarten.  Learning through play is 
the key while emphasizing pre-reading and pre-
mathematical skills, reading comprehension, as well as 
basic science principles.  further exposure to the 
alphabet and their sounds, numbers, colors, and shapes 
are offered.  Activities are planned to further encourage 
self confidence, social and verbal communication skills.   

The four year old program is meets on 
Monday, Wednesday and Friday (3 days) 

or Monday through Friday (5 days) between 
9:00am - 11:30am  or  9:00am - 3:00pm

EXTENDED DAY PROGRAMS 
 

The extended day programs are designed to provide a 
more flexible schedule for working parents, as well as 
providing quality child care on an “as needed” basis.  
Arrangements can be made on a daily or monthly 
basis.

THREE YEAR OLD PROGRAM 
 

The three year old program continues the 
emphasis on a positive and playful learning 
experience.  Play is mixed with exposure to the 
alphabet, colors, shapes, and other basic 
concepts.  Verbal communication skills are 
encouraged through shared experiences in circle 
time and show and tell, as well as, in the reciting 
of fingerplays and songs.  Pertinent themes 
relating to the seasons, holidays, the 
community, health, the environment and much 
more, are incorporated in the circle time 
activities, including arts and crafts projects.  
Throughout the school year each three year old 
gains in confidence and self expression, as well 
as, an enthusiasm for learning.

The teacher/child ratio is 1:9
