• Sunday, July 27th – Ears to Hear HEBREWS 5:11 “We have much to say about this, but it is hard to make it clear to you because you no 
longer try to understand.” PRAYER: Lord, soften my heart and open my ears. Remove distractions, doubt, and pride. Help 
me listen – not just with my mind, but with a willing spirit. Give me a hunger to understand Your word and a desire to 
grow. In Jesus’ name, Amen. REFLECTION: Am I making space to listen to God’s voice?
• Monday, July 28th – Feeding on Truth HEBREWS 5:12 “…you need milk, not solid food!” PRAYER: Father, I know I settle for the 
basics because they feel safe or familiar. But I don’t want to stay stuck. Help me to crave more of You – real, nourishing 
truth that strengthens my faith and shapes how I live. I’m ready to grow. Teach me in a way that sticks and changes 
me from the inside out. REFLECTION: Am I still holding on to elementary truths out of comfort or fear?
• Tuesday, July 29th – Practicing Discernment HEBREWS 5:13-14 “ … solid food is for the mature, who by constant use have trained 
themselves to distinguish good from evil.” PRAYER: Jesus, train my spiritual senses. Let me be quick to recognize what is good 
and what is false. Help me apply Your truth in everyday choices. I want to be wise, not just knowledgeable, spirit-led, 
not just information-fed. REFLECTION: What daily choices are shaping my spiritual maturity?
• Wednesday, July 30th – Time to Grow HEBREWS 6:1 “Let us move beyond the elementary teachings about Christ …” PRAYER: Jesus, 
I don’t want to stay stuck at the starting line. I’m grateful for the foundation, but I know You’re calling me to grow 
deeper. Help me take that next step -whatever it looks like – with courage and trust. REFLECTION: Have I been 
treating faith like a one-time decision or a daily journey?
• Thursday, July 31st – Growing Pains Are Part of It HEBREWS 6:1 “Let us move beyond the elementary teachings …” PRAYER: Lord, 
sometimes growth is uncomfortable. I like routine and familiarity – but You are inviting me into something deeper. 
Give me strength to lean into the stretching, knowing You’re shaping me through it. REFLECTION: Where might God 
be using discomfort to grow me?
• Friday, August 1st – God Leads the Way to Maturity HEBREWS 6:1 “…and be taken forward to maturity.” PRAYER: Father, I can’t grow 
by trying harder – I need You to lead me. So, I surrender the pressure and invite You to guide me step by step. Take 
me where You want me to go and make me more like Jesus in the process. REFLECTION: What would it look like to let 
God grow me instead of striving on my own?
• Saturday, August 2nd – Sealed for Growth HEBREWS 6:1 “Let us move beyond the elementary teachings about Christ and be taken 
forward to maturity.” PRAYER: Lord, thank You for the ways You’ve been speaking this week. I don’t want to just read or 
pray – I want to grow. Keep doing Your work in me. Keep drawing me closer. Make me someone who reflects Your 
heart in every season. REFLECTION: What is God inviting me to carry forward from this week?
