 Today’s readings invite us to reflect upon some of life’s deepest questions, and to explore the meaning of 
faith. We hear of the universal human search for meaning in our lives in the book of Ecclesiastes. In Luke’s 
Gospel, we hear Jesus’ parable about one who foolishly seeks ultimate security through the accumulation of 
wealth. In Colossians, faith in the crucified and resurrected Christ is proclaimed as the path to a richly pur-
poseful and meaningful life. The path of Christian faith places our work, our sufferings, and our limitations 
within the larger picture of God’s purposes for all of us. In Jesus, God is revealed as our companion in human 
suffering and limitation. God’s love is at the center of a meaningful life. We place our trust in this loving God, 
who created us to share in this love, and to share this love with others.

     This documentary chronicles the life of 15-year old 
Blessed Carlo Acutis. Carlo Acutis is an example of 
how young people can use technology to spread the 
Gospel “to reach as many people as possible and help 
them know the beauty of friendship with the Lord.  At 
school Carlo tried to comfort friends whose parents 
were undergoing divorce, as well as stepping in to de-
fend disabled students from bullies. After school hours 
he volunteered his time with the city's homeless and 
destitute. Carlo spent four years creating a website 
dedicated to cataloguing every reported Eucharistic 
miracle around the world. He also enjoyed films, com-
ics, soccer, and playing popular video games.  Diag-
nosed with leukemia, Carlo offered his sufferings to God 
for the intentions of the sitting pope−Benedict XVI−and 
the entire Church.  His longtime desire to visit as many 
sites of Eucharistic miracles as possible was cut short 
by his illness.  Carlo died of leukemia in 2006 and was 
beatified in 2020.  His feast day is October 12.

St John Vianney lived in the 
19th century and was a priest 

in the French countryside.  He was a hum-
ble man, but his reputation as a confessor 
and pastor of souls made him known by the 
Christians throughout the world. People 
traveled from around the world to see him, 
and he was known to spend 16 hours a day 
hearing confessions. St. John Vianney is 
the patron saint of parish priests, so take 
time today to thank your priest for giving his 
life in service to the Body of Christ.
