(more rules will be discussed at the rider’s meeting on Saturday at 8:30 a.m.)

Help is greatly appreciated — raffle tickets given to anyone helping in each age group

Raffle prizes to workers — lots of cool stuff some donated by local businesses & club members
Shirt with collar requested

Riding boots or riding shoes required

Helmets are recommended

Spurs must be secured to boot - No clip-on spurs

Horses must enter the arena within 60 seconds of signal or request by announcer or other official
Abuse of a horse anywhere on the fairgrounds will not be tolerated & you will be asked to leave
No horse is allowed to compete against itself in the same age group, but horse may be shared if in
different age groups

At the discretion of the judge, gimmicks will not be allowed

SCWGA does not pre-assign riding partners. We run three lanes, everyone will need two partners
Riders must have their number on when entering the arena

Judges call is final, protests must be made to the ring steward not the judge

STALLS - you must provide your own small/large flake shavings (the fairgrounds or SCWGA
will not provide shavings). Stalls must be kept clean throughout the weekend, and they must be
stripped and swept into the aisleway before you leave on Sunday! If you do not clean your stall
SCWGA will be enforcing our Stall Non-Cleaning Policy and you will be charged $40 per stall
under your name that is not cleaned. There will be a stall checking crew throughout the weekend.

FAIRGROUND’S RULES
No trailers/RV’s or non-handicapped vehicles in handicap spots
NO PARKING down by the arena unless you are a SCWGA board member
No horse trailer parking in the RV area (unless it is an actual RV)
ABSOLUTELY NO HORSES ALLOWED IN THE RV AREA AT ANY TIME!
NO DOGS allowed inside the fence by the horse barns. Dogs must always be on a leash. If you do not have
to bring your dog, we prefer that you do not.
NO BICYCLES, SCOOTERS OR GOLF CARTS IN EQUESTRIAN AREA
NO tying horses to trailers. All horses must be stalled & only one horse per stall.
