THE DEBT OF LOVE

In Romans 13:7, Paul tells us to pay 
all our debts. But in v.8, he reminds 
us of one debt that we pay daily, 
but is never paid off.

Romans 13:8
8 Owe no one anything, except to 
love each other, for the one who 
loves another has fulfilled the law.



CHRISTIANITY IN A NUTSHELL

Romans 13:8-10 (CEV)
8 Let love be your only debt! If you love 

others, you have done all that the Law 

demands. 9 In the Law there are many 

commands, such as, “Be faithful in 

marriage. Do not murder. Do not steal. 

Do not want what belongs to others.” 

But all of these are summed up in the 

command that says, “Love others as 
much as you love yourself.”



LOVE FULFILLS THE LAW

Romans 13:10
10 Love does no 

wrong to a 

neighbor; 

therefore love is 

the fulfilling of the 
law.

Romans 13:13-14
13 Let us walk properly as in the 

daytime, not in orgies and 

drunkenness, not in sexual 

immorality and sensuality, not in 

quarreling and jealousy. 14 But put 

on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make 

no provision for the flesh, to gratify 

its desires.



“PUT ON CHRIST”

Romans 13:13-14
13 So behave properly, as people do 

in the day. Don’t go to wild parties 

or get drunk or be vulgar or 

indecent. Don’t quarrel or be 

jealous. 14 Let the Lord Jesus Christ 

be as near to you as the clothes 

you wear. Then you won’t try to 

satisfy your selfish desires.
