2. Please provide a minimum of 2 letters of recommendations. Only one of the letters may be from 

an employee of Echo School. The other letter must be from outside the school. 

3. Provide a copy of your high school transcript. 

4. Provide a photograph that may be used for publicity purposes [in the event your application is 

granted an award]. 

Completed applications must be POSTMARKED or eMailed no later than March 15, 2027.  

Incomplete or late applications will not be considered for award.
