Maror — mah-ROHR — Bitter herbs eaten at Passover

Haggadah — hah-gah-DAH — “Telling / Narrative”; during the Passover
Seder, the Exodus story is read

Tenufah — teh-noo-FAH — Wave offering / presentation offering
