CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Hoover called the meeting to order at 7:30 followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL:  Present: Chairman, Justin Hoover; Vice-Chairman, Charles Bisking; Supervisor, Jason Graff; EMC, Don Shutt; Roadmaster, Rick Grosser; Township Engineer, Ed Fisher; Sec/Treas. Robyn Loesch. There were four citizens present.
PUBLIC COMMENT: NONE
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  

Supervisor Graff made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 3, 2021 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking, and all were in favor. Motion carried 3-0. 
TREASURER REPORT:  
The Treasurer reported that the General Fund bills totaled $13,427.52 and Wages were $4,172.06. There are no State Fund funds bills.  As of April 7, 2021, after payment of these bills and wages, the General Account balance will be $8,665.90, Reserve Account $1,024,670.82 and State Liquid Fuels account balance will be $283,577.60.

Supervisor Graff made a motion to pay all of the bills, wages. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.

CORRESPONDENCE  

· EMC Insurance program sent a dividend from our insurance policy program.
· Fisherville Fire Company received a Gaming Grant award of $36,522.
· DCCD sent a low impact development fact sheet.
· American Rescue Plan Act was announced. Jackson Township is eligible for up to $199,417.
· Light-Heigel sent a notice of violation to Mr. Volk on Mountain House Rd. Mr. Volk is now working with Light-Heigel and has submitted an application
· PA DEP approved a GP11 permit for the Bastian Road Bridge Project.
·  There was an e-mail request that the Township have a spring clean-up day. There was a general discussion about clean-up days. No one came to the brush clean-up that the Township held two years ago. Supervisor Graff was more in favor of us contacting Halifax and Washington Townships to ask if we could join them for a fall clean-up day. That way, we can see if there is enough local interest.
· There was an e-mail request for hidden driveway signs at 454 Rutter Rd.
EMC REPORT:  Don Shutt reported that the County wants to know of any snow Emergency Routes on our municipal roads. The Supervisors said that we do not have any designated Snow Emergency Routes. Dauphin County also wanted the Township to update any known hazards to be added to our local Hazard Mitigation Plan. Don will be adding the Township Building as a critical facility (Township Emergency Operations Center). He will be attending a PSATS virtual education seminar for EMCs. Supervisor Graff made a motion to approve the township’s share of the cost for the seminar, $23.75. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking.  All in favor and motion passed 3-0. Supervisor Bisking asked if Don could send emails just to Jackson Township, to limit reply strings from other areas.
ROADMASTER REPORT:  Rick Grosser reported:

· He had a road inspection with the Supervisors.

· The rented sweeper equipment had two breakdowns. All three years, we have had issues with rental equipment from Golden Equipment. He plans on renting next year from A&H in Harrisburg.

· They have put up some signs.

· They have cleaned up the remains of a rolled curb on Creek Drive.

· All the trucks are washed.

· The mower was put on the tractor.

· He has asked Ed Fisher for a sample Ordinance to prevent planting to the edge of the roads.
ENGINEER REPORT:   Ed Fisher reported that:
· He is working with Mr. Volk about his Letter of Violation.
· He has done a road inspection and provided the Board with cost estimates for double seal coat with fog seal. Supervisor Graff wanted to make sure that it is in the bid specs that traffic control is the contractor’s responsibility. Supervisor Graff wanted a cost estimate to fix the 400 b
· lock of Harman Rd. with underdrain before sealcoating. Supervisor Graff made a motion to place a bid for Harman, Danner, Shoop, and part of Dietrich Road; specifying that the fog seal should be done within one week of sealcoating. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking.  All in favor and motion passed 3-0.

NEW BUSINESS: The Thomas MOU is ready to be signed before being sent to the County Deeds for recording.
