June 2, 2021

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Hoover called the meeting to order at 7:30 followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL:  Present: Chairman, Justin Hoover; Vice-Chairman, Charles Bisking; Supervisor, Jason Graff; Township Solicitor, Linus Fenicle; Township Engineer, Ed Fisher; Sec/Treas. Robyn Loesch. There were three citizens present.
BID OPENING There were no cleaning bids received. We will re-advertise for cleaning services.

PUBLIC COMMENT: NONE
PERSONS TO BE HEARD:  Jesse Shutt was here on behalf of the Fisherville Fire Company. They need a signed letter of Township sponsorship for the next round of County Gaming Grants. Supervisor Graff made a motion to sign a letter of support. Seconded by Supervisor Hoover. Supervisor Bisking abstained (due to being an Officer of Fisherville Fire Company). Motion passed 2-0. Supervisor Graff made a motion to adopt Resolution # 2020-3, agreeing to be co-applicant for the Fisherville Fire Company’s 2020 Gaming Grant application. Seconded by Supervisor Hoover. Supervisor Bisking abstained. Motion passed 2-0. Supervisor Graff made a motion to have Robyn Loesch sign a Certificate of Non-Contingency. Seconded by Supervisor Hoover. Supervisor Bisking abstained. Motion passed 2-0. Supervisor Bisking mad a motion to reimburse Don Shutt for attending an EMA webinar. The $125 cost will be split between four municipalities. Seconded by Supervisor Graff. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  

Supervisor Bisking made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 5, 2021 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Supervisor Graff, and all were in favor. Motion carried 3-0. 
TREASURER REPORT:  
The Treasurer reported that the General Fund bills totaled $6,029.41 and Wages were $2,131.88. There are no State Fund funds bills.  As of June 2, 2021, after payment of these bills and wages, the General Account balance will be $5,393.33, Reserve Account $1,069,436.88 and State Liquid Fuels account balance will be $283,802.95.

Supervisor Graff made a motion to pay all of the bills, wages. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.

ENGINEER REPORT:   Ed Fisher reported that:
· He worked on the Harman Rd. bid specs. The bid specs include widening a 131’ curve, a driveway apron, a 7’ x 98’ base repair area and perforated drain. Supervisor Bisking made a motion to go out for bid before the sealcoat project starts. Seconded by Supervisor Groff and all in favor. Motion passed 3-0.

SOLICITOR REPORT: Atty. Fenicle discussed the issue of the hidden driveway on a State Rd.

· Supervisor Graff made a motion to have the Chairman sign the County Resolution for award of the bridge contract to the low bidder for the County Bridge Projects. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking.  All in favor, and motion passed 3-0.

· Atty. Fenicle will call Laura Kurtz at the Count to verify that the bridge loan can be paid off early.
