CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Hoover called the meeting to order at 7:30 followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL:  Present: Chairman, Justin Hoover; Vice-Chairman, Charles Bisking; Supervisor, Jason Graff; Township Solicitor, Linus Fenicle; Township Engineer, Ed Fisher; Sec/Treas. Robyn Loesch; Don Shutt, EMC. There was one citizens present.

PUBLIC COMMENT: NONE
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  

Supervisor Graff made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 7, 2021 Regular Meeting, as corrected. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking, and all were in favor. Motion carried 3-0.

TREASURER REPORT:  
The Treasurer reported that the General Fund bills totaled $4,980.19 and Wages were $3,112.92. There are no State Fund funds bills.  As of August 4, 2021, after payment of these bills and wages, the General Account balance will be $21,814.00, Reserve Account $1,179,492.91 and State Liquid Fuels account balance will be $284,047.92.

Supervisor Graff made a motion to pay all of the bills, wages. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.

· Dauphin County sent the September Upset sale list.

· Dauphin County sent information about a possible re-certification of tax-exempt properties.

· PennDOT winter maintenance agreement. Supervisor Graff made a motion to approve the Winter Maintenance Agreement. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.

EMC REPORT:  Don Shutt reported that he received a notice for virtual pipeline training.

The PA covid positivity rate is now 5.2%. There may be new indoor mask mandates.

He attended an Essentials of Township Public Safety webinar. Supervisor Bisking made a motion to approve cost reimbursement for this webinar. Seconded by Supervisor Graff and all were in favor. Motion Passed 3-0.
ROADMASTER REPORT – Supervisor Hoover reported
· The latest cycle of mowing is complete.

· The Ford 550 was sent to Kiner’s for a grinding noise, it is fixed.

· The Peterbilt is not starting, there is no communications from the ECM.

· The boom mower rental has been scheduled.

· A headwall on Shertzer Rd. needs to have rock added.

· There was a tree down on Wolfhole Rd.

· The mattress left along Quarry Rd. were picked up by someone before our crew got there.

· Ed Fisher said that the Harman Rd. work is scheduled to start next Monday. Dietrich Rd. will be next and he will be meeting with New Enterprise to take a look at the pipes. Supervisor Graff made a motion to have the Chairman sign the Harman Rd. repair project contract. Seconded by Supervisor Bisking. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.

· There is a pothole at Firehouse Lane and Pine Alley that needs to be filled,

· There is a pothole on Snyder Rd.

ENGINEER REPORT:   Ed Fisher reported that:
· He has been working on the Harman Rd. project to keep it moving. Russell Standard is planning on doing the E&C work starting the week of August 16th. There was a discussion about putting up signs to warn the local residents. The Township will purchase some roadside warning signs from Fastigns and post updates on the website.
· Supervisor Hoover asked that we get line painting quotes for 6.5 miles of roads.
· On the A/C project, we are waiting to get an answer from PP&L about an upgrade to a 400 amp service.
SOLICITOR REPORT: No report
OLD BUSINESS: On the proposed clean-up day, Supervisor Graff reported that there was no help available for that day. Supervisor Bisking made a motion to table the discussion of clean-up day to the Spring. Seconded by Supervisor Graff. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.

· Supervisor Graff made a motion to make the budgeted Fisherville Fire Company donations; $15,000 general donation and a $5,000 truck fund donation. Seconded by Supervisor Hoover, and Supervisor Bisking abstained (due to being an Officer of the Fisherville Fire Company). Motion passed 2-0.
· Supervisor Bisking made a motion to Donate $2,000 to the Halifax Area Ambulance Association. Seconded by Supervisor Graff. All in favor and motion passed 3-0. Supervisor Bisking made a motion to Donate $2,000 to the Carsonville Volunteer Fire Company. Seconded by Supervisor Graff. All in favor and motion passed 3-0.
· There was a general discussion about new rules for posting of the Agendas.
