 CGRP monoclonal antibodies
These are a recently introduced group of drugs that block the effect of a molecule known as CGRP which is important in the migraine mechanism.
· Currently available in the NHS when three previous preventive medications have failed.
· Prescribed in specialist care only.
· When there are four or more migraine days a month.
· Low side effect profile includes inflammation at injection site, constipation and potential increase in blood pressure.
· Cannot be taken by mouth. Injection and infusion only.
· The table below shows the drugs in this class that are available. 
· Pregnancy should be avoided when taking these drugs and for six months after cessation.
