The legislative session ran from January 8 - March 8, 2020. 
The following environmental health related issues were introduced and passed: 
 
SB 240 relating to Grease Traps. Require restaurants to  have grease traps that are 
secured by a bolt or locking mechanism or be constructed of cast iron or similar 
construction rated  for heavy road traffic with sufficient weight to prevent unauthor-
