Greetings everyone! This year’s Symposium is brought to you by English Setters, Gordon
Setters, Irish Red and White Setters, and Irish Setters!. ALL Setters are invited and encour-
aged to attend! It is ALL FUN! Here is a basic run-down of the offerings:

Obedience:

With the help of an instructor, you will warm up with some straight-line heeling. We will see how much
connection you have with your dog. We'll aim toward giving you the confidence to give it a try at a
trial. We'll introduce you to clicker training.We'll work with you and your dog to get their attention and
mark that behavior. You will learn when marking is important, whether it's with a clicker or voice “yes”.

We will have a Beginner Novice course for you to try, and talk about what other venues you can do -
on leash.

Scent Work:
An experienced handler will discuss how to introduce your dog to finding scent and the objectives in
competition. Your dog will have the opportunity to locate a hidden scent. Dogs love the challenge!

Rally

Also with an instructor, we will set up a Novice Course. See for yourself how simple Novice is. Un-
like obedience, you can talk to your dog, slap your leg to get their attention, and take the mystery out
of those signs. It’s all on leash, so there is no stress involved. Find out that Intermediate Rally is on
leash as well! We will have some additional signs out to show how easy they are to read and perform.

Canine Good Citizen and Trick Dog
Pre-registration is required. This is an actual test, and if you pass, you will get a title!! Have your dog’s
registration information with you.

Breed Handling
Morning session is aimed at novices, those who yearn to learn! Bring a show lead if possible. We will
talk about stacking, gaiting, patterns, and other handling skills. Bring bait if you like.

Afternoon session is for those who have made the leap into the ring and need to polish their skills,
learn tricks of the trade, and how to best present your dog.

Grooming

You will be shown by an experienced setter groomer the right way to sculpt your dog into its best self.
Each dog is different, and each type of setter is unique. Learn about the right tools and how to use
them correctly. Learn how to accentuate your dog’s best features and how to minimize the not-so-
good ones. You will be doing the grooming!

Bird Work

The basics of what a setter’s job is will be discussed. There will be live quail which will be “planted,”
and your dog will be encouraged to find them by scent and point them. No blank guns will be fired,
and your dog will be on a check cord (long lead) at all times. Lots of praise and encouragement.

And we can’t forget lunch!!!! One of the best potlucks around!!!!
