Scripture
Exodus 3:1–12

Devotional
Before Moses ever stood before Pharaoh, he stood alone on the backside of the desert. For forty years, Moses lived far
from influence, power, and public recognition.

God used isolation to reshape Moses’ identity—from a man who reacted in anger to injustice, into a shepherd who
learned patience, protection, and responsibility for vulnerable lives.

Comfort disappears, weaknesses surface, and
character is revealed. That is why wilderness training is so powerful for leadership development.

God works the same way in spiritual formation.
