If you add in the dwarf planets, Ceres is located in the asteroid belt between
Mars and Jupiter, while the remaining dwarf planets are in the outer Solar
System and in order from the Sun are Pluto, Haumea, Makemake, and Eris.
There is, as yet, a bit of indecision about the Trans-Neptunian Objects known
as Orcus, Quaoar, 2007 010, and Sedna and their inclusion in the dwarf

planet category.
