Scholarship Opportunities

St. John’s Church in Lake Park, FL has been generously endowed by church members who have,

through gifts and donations, established scholarship funds that provide financial resources to

be awarded to any individual from the age of 17/18, or senior in high school to age 100+ who

is a resident of Palm Beach County looking to further pursue their education. The individual can

be an undergraduate student or an adult looking to further their career by going back to school

and/or pursuing another degree or industry certification. You do not have to be a member of

the church to apply for a scholarship. You must be a current resident of Palm Beach County and

meet one of the applicant types: a.) Undergraduate b.) Graduate or c.) Vocational school /

industry certification. The value of the scholarships and number of people awarded may vary

with each scholarship period for the current year and is dependent upon funds available within

the scholarship program. A minimum of $500 is expected to be awarded with the current

average at $1,000. Depending on availability of funds, there can be multiple awardees per

period. The program will endeavor to award a minimum of 3 scholarships per year.

Application Procedure - Please read prior to filling out application.

1. Applications will become available at the beginning of August during the annual periods of

application. Applications may be picked up at the church office or may be acquired from

the St. John’s website in its Download section. Download the document named SJLC

Fearless Giving Scholarship Application 2024.

2. Completed applications, current school transcript(s) if an undergraduate or graduate

applicant, letters of recommendation and a photo must be returned to the Scholarship

Committee the stated period deadline dates. The photo will be used in announcing

recipients that are awarded. Please refer to the Scholarship FAQ for additional

information on these important dates. You are free to add additional information in

separate pages if you feel that there isn’t enough room in the application provided to

answer it completely. It’s most important that your responses are detailed and complete

to help the Scholarship Committee better know you. There may be instances where a

member of the Scholarship Committee may reach out to an applicant to clarify

information, therefore, please ensure that your phone number and email addresses are

the most up to date on your application. Any questions regarding the scholarship

program can be directed to the Scholarship Committee email address:

3. After reviewing all applications, the Scholarship Committee will contact those applicants

that are awarded funds via email, postal mail and contact phone number provided in the

https://stjohnschurch.me
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application. If there is no response in acknowledging awarding of the scholarship within

10 days of contact, the scholarship will be considered forfeited. Scholarship recipients

may be requested to help publicize the scholarship program and attend a special service

and/or event where they will be awarded the scholarship. If unable to attend, the

recipient must let the Scholarship Committee prior to the awards service.

4. You must designate your “Applicant Type”. We are currently accepting these 3 types of

applicants:

a.) Undergraduate:

A person pursuing an undergraduate degree.

b.) Graduate

A person that already has an undergraduate degree and is pursuing a graduate

degree.

c.) Vocational / Industry Certificate or Degree

A person that is pursuing vocational school studies towards a craft or an industry

certification or degree. This type can also be used to specify a special program you

wish to kick off or need funds to help a community program.

5. This application is for one period during an annual application period. An applicant can

only submit one application per period during the annual application period, however,

can apply for all periods and must resubmit an updated application. An applicant may

also reapply in following years if qualifications are met. Recipients may only receive a

total of four scholarships during the life of the program.
