Relatable Thought: It’s like someone jumping into a raging river to save you, even when you didn’t know you needed saving.

Step 4: The Way to Salvation
· Bible Verse: Romans 10:9 – "If you declare with your mouth, ‘Jesus is Lord,’ and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved."
· Simple Explanation: All you need to do is truly believe in Jesus and say it out loud. It’s not about being perfect; it’s about trusting Jesus.
