   You may recall it was mentioned at the June meeting that we were ñlocked outò of 
MacKenzie. Mr. Keys of Herbertsville Rd, Brick assisted, and we came to the determination 
that a likely repair of the old township lock system was not feasible. A new keypad-deadbolt 
lock has been installed. 
 
   Along the lines of security, Frank Pinkus and I met with a CSS rep (our current security 
company) to discuss what security options are available. Or, do we ñstand patò with what we 
have for now? We are awaiting his report. We will arrange meetings with other vendors for 
comparisons. 
 
   We believe we have narrowed down the possibilities for repairing the NW basement corner 
and porch. Hopefully, since we have lined up a mason to work with, and we are now just 
waiting for a proposal plan to be drawn up by an architect/engineer, it looks like weôll be able 
to move forward with the project. 
 
   We are moving closer to completion of the Old Ardena Schoolhouse land lease agreement 
with Howell Township. A draft was sent by the township attorney to NJ DEP for their review, 
and it came back with only a few minor ñtweaks.ò We are waiting to see how it looks in a final 
document for HHHS to sign, and for the Council to accept it. 
 
   The HHHS Charities Registration Renewal has been completed, and is pending State 
review. The Raffle Registration paperwork has been started.
