Licensing Requirements

To be eligible to take the State Board Examination, must successfully complete the requirements of the individual program, pass the written and practical examination with a minimum of 85%, receive your diploma and transcript.
Illinois State Licensing Requirements

Graduate from an approved school, complete application process and send required fees. Is at least 16 years of age and beyond the age of compulsory school attendance or has received certificate of graduation or equivalent.  Has graduated from an approved school in not less than:

What happens if I want to work in another State


Close to graduation we can look at the state in which you want to pursue your licensing and obtain the updated requirements for that license. 
How much can I expect to make


Depending on the location of the salon in which you pursue, the average yearly income can be anywhere from $30,000 to $80,000.  We train you to achieve your goals.  Only you will be able to determine how much you can make.

Are there internship opportunities for student cosmetologists?
Yes.  You must consult with school officials to find out if they have established programs with local salons for in-salon exposure and experience.  Each salon will offer a unique experience to help students learn about salon operations. 

If your passion is beauty, cosmetology or esthetics, then there is no time like the present to enroll in cosmetology school and begin a new career in beauty. So if you think a career change is in order for you, take all that life experience you have earned and apply it to getting your cosmetology license and a brand new career in beauty.
