My Days as a Pistol Packin’ Momma 

When I met my second husband in 1976, he seemed like a regular guy.  He loved to eat, drink and 

dance and so did I, so Heaven on Earth, right? 

Now, although there was always a shotgun and a rifle in my Dad’s car (bird shooting in the fall), I 

had been taught a healthy respect of guns with even a little fear thrown in! 

After Bob explained where he disappeared to every Wednesday night, I was shocked, then 

amused and finally a little curious.  It turned out that he went to a gun club in Surrey where he 

was involved in a strange sport called Fast Draw. 

My first trip to the gun club proved to be very, very loud!  But I also found it rather amusing to 

watch grown up people walking around in western style gear with holsters and guns strapped to 

their legs.  Not having been exposed to guns in general and never handguns, I was nervous.  I 

jumped every time a gun was fired and breathed a sigh of relief when it grew quiet again.  The 

handguns varied in make from shooter to shooter.  Bob shot a .45 Ruger bored out to a .38.  It 

was explained to me what that meant and it referred to the caliber of the gun and the size bullet it 

would hold.  The bullets were either black powder or wax depending on the events you were 

shooting in.  These were made by the shooters themselves. 

There are two types of targets.  One is for black powder and stands roughly waist high.  On a ran-

dom clock a light comes on behind the target, being a balloon, and the balloon needs to be shot 

out in the fastest time possible, which the clock records.  The other target is for wax bullets and is 

considerably larger, with the target starting about waist high and standing about 6 feet tall.  The 

same principal applies but wax bullets are harder to shoot so the times recorded are usually 

somewhat slower than black powder bullets.  Times are recorded in portions of seconds.  Bob 

shot black powder regularly in the .24 or less portions of a second.  Think how long it takes you 

to blink and that is how quickly he could draw from his holster, line up the shot, fire and hit the 

target.  Fast Draw is considered the fastest sport in the world. 

I was finally cajoled to start shooting.  We traveled all over the Western Seaboard into California 

and then east into Nevada, Arizona, Oklahoma and Kansas.  We never made it to New Mexico, 

which I rue to this day. 

My eye-hand coordination was always good so I was accurate but slow – a snail could have 

drawn faster than I did.  I won a share of trophies non the less as I was very accurate and some-

times accuracy trumps speed. 

I miss those days as the people were very congenial and we crossed paths with so many.  We ate 

together, shot together and always celebrated peoples’ wins with parties.  And I have to admit 

that getting geared up with cowboy regalia was fun; there is a certain swagger when you walk 

around with a gun and holster strapped to your hip!!
