Blessed are the peacemakers, 
    for they will be called children of God.~ Matthew 5:9 

Devotion 
Blessed are the peacemakers—not the peace-lovers. Anyone can tolerate peace; few are 
willing to fight for it. Being a peacemaker means stepping into mess with the purpose of 
bringing mercy.
