7:00 PM - CHECK-IN BY 6:15 PM THE NIGHT OF YOUR PERFORMANCE AT THE FRONT GATE

Weight Limit:  50 lbs. or less  
Age Limit:  6 years of age

We will take call-ins until the event is full.

Any 
payment not received by this time will result in slots being filled by alternates--NO EXCEPTIONS! 

Entries will be drawn & posted on the Red Desert Roundup Rodeo website by Thursday, July 23, 2026.

Mouth guards may be purchased through the Red Desert Rodeo Committee 

Mandatory Gear (RDR will have some available for use):  helmet and vest 

Once the draw is complete and all slots are filled (payment and release form completed), each contestant will 
receive a packet from the Red Desert Roundup Rodeo, which can be picked up at the front gate; NO back gate 
access is allowed.  Packets will contain one "contestant" band for each participant, as well as one for a guardian; 
all other family members must purchase a ticket.  ALL CONTESTANTS AND FAMILY MEMBERS MUST ENTER 
THROUGH FRONT GATE.  Check in by 6:15 pm on the night of your performance. 

ONLY ONE guardian will be allowed to accompany the contestant behind the chutes.  Once the Mutton Bustin’ 
Riding is over, contestants and guardians will be asked to return to the main grandstand area for the remaining 
part of the rodeo.
