1.	Using	Letter	e:	Some	words	use	only	the	letter	e	to	create	the	long	/e/	sound.	Words	beginning	with	prefixes	'be-',	'de-',	and	're-'	also	make	the	long	/e/	sound.	Examples:	Between,	evening,	delight,	recess	Some	exceptions	to	this	rule	are	the	common	words	(also	called	the	tricky	words)	such	as	'he,'	'she,'	'be,'	'me,'	and	'we.'	2.	EE	Words:	Some	words
make	the	long	/e/	sound	using	with	the	letters	ee,	in	the	middle	of	the	word	or	end	of	the	word.	
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Examples:	Feet,	sweet,	free,	three	3.	EA	Words:	These	words	use	the	letters	ea	to	create	the	long	/e/	sound:	Examples:	year,	feat,	reach,	season,	breathe,	squeak,	reason,	peach	4.
