
Warfare Prayer: Reclaiming Identity, Legacy, and Divine Direction 

 

Heavenly Father, 

I come before You in the mighty name of Jesus Christ, my Savior and my King. I take up the 
full armor of God today—the belt of truth, the breastplate of righteousness, the shield of 
faith, the helmet of salvation, the sword of the Spirit, and my feet shod with the readiness 
of the gospel of peace (Ephesians 6).
