I will continue to stream the Sunday Mass at 11.15 a.m. on the Youtube Channel and Compline at 9.00 p.m. on Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday evenings.

This year by necessity our observance of these Festivals will be different but we will mark them within our life together as follows:-

Remembrance Sunday – Said Mass and Act of Remembrance at 10.00 a.m.

Within this season of remembrance we would normally host the Annual Memorial Service for those families who have lost loved ones over the past 18 months or so. 
Sadly we cannot do so under the current guidelines and we will remember those who have died and whose funerals we have taken within the All Souls’ Day service. If you would like a loved one remembered during this service please let me know or, if you are able, add their name to the list in Church.

In addition, the Church will be open on Saturday 7th November between 2.00 p.m. – 4.00 p.m. to enable people to come in and light a candle and sit quietly.
