Treasurer is Report:

	The list of bills were reviewed. A motion to approve the list of bills made by Johnson, seconded by Stangel, with all present council members voting “aye”. Motion carried 5-0.

Gov’t entities discussion
· Irene Gehring, representing the beautification committee, again reminded council that the Breakfast with the Eater Bunny will be March 28, 2020 from 8:00am until 10:30 am. They are still asking for donations from council and citizens for the event. She also said that they are going to be ordering flowers for the pots for the summer and replacing one pot that was run over by a truck.
· She also reported for the 4th of July committee about their quilt raffle. She also stated that the festival will be on July 3rd, but the parade, fishing derby and quilt raffle would be on the 4th of July. 
· Joel Bender, the village insurance agent from Whittaker Myers, was present and went over the policy that will be effective 4-1-20 through 3-31-21. He explained the increase in the policy as well as other items that are in the policy that he wanted the council to be aware of.
· Ramey asked Bender to explain to Tim Mennell, who is the president of  the Spencer Enrichment Assoc. that is handling the 4th of July, the way that the insurance will have to be written for coverage on the 3rd and 4th of July, especially pertaining to the fireworks. Bender explained that the pyrotechnic company would have to list the village as an additional insured on their policy as well as their association, if they were concerned about being covered.

· Reported that the trustees wanted to have a spring cleanup this year. He gave it some thought and it is of his opinion that the village eliminated it for a reason, to cut costs, since our levies have not passed. He is forwarding it to the finance committee to look over and report on at the next meeting.
