PREPARATION OF THE TABLE 
For the time being, Holy Communion will only be given in one kind—this will be achieved using 
the small individual wafers. Only the priest will consume wine. We’ll work through the 
congregation row by row and I will be dropping the wafer into your hands after ensuring my 
hands are cleaned with the anti-bacterial gel.

You give us breath and speech, that with angels and archangels and all the powers 
of heaven we may find a voice to sing your praise: 
All Holy, Holy, Holy Lord, God of power and might, 
Heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
How wonderful the work of your hands, O Lord. As a mother tenderly gathers her 
children, you embraced a people as your own. When they turned away and 
rebelled your love remained steadfast. 



 
From them you raised up Jesus our Saviour, born of Mary, to be the living bread, in 
whom all our hungers are satisfied. He offered his life for sinners, and with a love 
stronger than death he opened wide his arms on the cross. 
 
On the night before he died, he came to supper with his friends and he blessed 
you, Father, for the food; 
He took bread, gave thanks, broke it and said ‘This is my body, given for you all.’  
Jesus then gave thanks for the wine; he took the cup, gave it and said, ‘This is my 
blood, shed for you all for the forgiveness of sins. Do this in remembrance of me.’ 
Great is the mystery of faith 
All Christ has died:  
 Christ is risen: 
 Christ will come again. 
 
As we proclaim his death and celebrate his rising in glory, send your Holy Spirit that 
this bread and this wine (±) may be to us the body and blood of your dear Son. And 
with the whole Church throughout the world we offer you our praise and lift our 
voice to join the eternal song of heaven: 
 
All Blessing and honour and glory and power be yours for ever and ever. Amen. 
          
 

THE LORD’S PRAYER
