1. Antique tractors must be 1939 or older and have legible serials. 9. Drawbars must be a maximum of 20 inches from the ground and a

Tractors may be on steel or rubber. Exception: Any 1939 style
tractors will pull in classic.

2. Classic tractors must be 1940—1957, no continuous models and
must have legible serial numbers. Exception: Tractors must be on
rubber to pull in classic class.

3. All tractors will be weighed with driver on tractor before hooking to
sled.
