Class Cancellation

If a class is cancelled, dancers will be notified in advance and a make-up class will be
scheduled.

In the case of cancellation due to inclement weather, make-up classes will only be
scheduled if two or more classes are missed due to weather in the same month. Private
lessons, however, will always be rescheduled if canceled due to inclement weather.
Still Dancing will usually follow East Aurora School District for weather cancellations.

Tuition

Tuition is due the first of the month. Families will receive a monthly invoice via email. All
payments must be made online through the Parent Portal.
