The Pea Patch Community Campus is
underway at 55 Pea Patch Lane, on
the historic Lavender Farm, north of
Eastsound. The social services campus
will include a new permanent building
for the Orcas Island Food Bank with
greater capacity to meet the growing
needs of the community including
space for food education and 20 long-
term townhome rentals with
supportive services to serve
households with very low incomes.
Construction is expected to begin in
September 2026.

To date, more than 81 percent of the
estimated $40M has been committed.
