At the
beginning of this decade, Pickerington’s
population was 676. With the help of

" expansion of its water system and police
force, the village’s population at the end
of the decade had grown to 3,851.

Get ready for some early Halloween fun with “Stories from the Grave” at our Museum
on Sunday afternoon, October 9 from 2-4pm. Former Pickerington residents no longer
living amongst us will reveal (via re-enactors) some of Pickerington/Violet Township’s

spookiest and liveliest happenings:

2:00pm: Did you know that a number of Pickerington buildings are said to be inhabit-
ed by ghosts? That 1879 Pickerington area cemeteries were plagued by body snatchers? Peggy Portier and Kristi

Huskey will reveal all!

2:30pm: Russell Stiverson (portrayed by Jack Whitaker) was the only pharmacist in town from 1951 until he died of a
heart attack in his store on August 3, 1980. He has many tales to tell about the 1900’s drug business!

3:00pm: Pickerington Railroad Station Agent for 30 years (1907-1942), Clyde Leach (portrayed by Tony Mills), will
share Pickerington railroad artifacts and stories about life on the railroad.

3:30pm: Walter and Wilma Moore (portrayed by Gary and Barbara Taylor) operated Moore’s Pool Hall on East
Columbus Street for more than 20 years between 1960-1980. See the cooking stove and photos that were displayed in
their Pool Hall and hear about a murder that hit close to home.

& Historical Society member Terry Dunlap (also
Violet Township Trustee and farmer) set up his
1879 broom-making equipment on the Museum’s
front lawn on Sunday, July 10. While making
brooms the old fashioned way, Dunlap entertained
guests with his stories and broom-making skills.
For a small fee, guests were able to take home a
one-of-a-kind broom. Inside the Museum, visitors
saw demonstrations of vintage farm tools while
youngsters played games.
