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~ - The controversial discourse over illegal immigration in the United States has intensified since
. Donald Trump took over the presidency for a second term, at the beginning of the year. Since then,
2 the number of illegal crossings at the south border with Mexico has slow down significantly. While
some argue that nobody should be in the country without proper documentation, others advocate for

‘ Marco A. Alcoce Bl undocumented immigrants, especially for those that have been in the country for several years, have
Editor been productive members of our society and paid their taxes.
Yes, contrary to what some may believe, undocumented people pay taxes, like other taxpayers in the
country. However, in general, they do not receive the benefits associated with their contributions, especially benefits from
the taxes paying into social security or Medicare. According with the ® Tax Policy Center from the Urban Institute and

Brookings Institute, around 11 million people without proper documentation live in the United States, undocumented
workers “paid nearly 100 billion in federal, state and local taxes in 2022.”

Regarding immigration law, in the first month of the Trump administration, the US Department of Homeland Security re-
scinded a customary guideline that limited law enforcement near sensitive areas like schools and churches. In previous
years, immigration law enforcement operations were basically at places of work. With respect to the new policy, the Kan-
sas Department of Education issued guidance to school districts regarding immigration enforcement around schools, urg-
ing Kansas schools to comply with state and federal laws and to update emergency contact information for all families.
Nevertheless, state education leaders indicated that they will not share student data without a proper warrant, subpoena or
other lawful order.

Later in February, the Kansas Bureau of Investigation (KBI) made an agreement with Immigration and Customs Enforce-
ment (ICE) to enforce immigration laws in the state. The KBI is basically the state police. Critics argue that those agree-
ments are a misallocation of resources. The agreement does not include local enforcement agencies (police departments
that serve cities and sheriff’s offices that serve counties). Similar agreements are in place in other states.

Around the same time, in many cities in Kansas, including in Wichita, some immigration lawyers and other advocates for
the immigrant communities started distributing “Know Your Rights” cards. Those cards include information that states the
rights that people have when they are stopped by immigration agents. Advocates have distributed Spanish versions of
those cards throughout Wichita, western Kansas and the Kansas City metro area. This month, there were reports of several
people detained by federal immigration officers in Western Kansas. Advocates advice people with undocumented status to
have a plan of action, in case they get arrested, have their affairs in order and a plan to find their family members if they get
separated.

On the other hand, regarding communicable diseases, a new law in Kansas restricts the authority of Public Health officials
regarding public gatherings. Health officials would be able to recommend exposure risk to public gatherings but would
not be able to enforce restrictions. Some republican lawmaker’s argument was that the gathering restrictions during
COVID-19 violated the right to assemble. However, democrat lawmakers argue that it will be more difficult to contain an
outbreak. Currently, there is a measles outbreak in Kansas. Governor Kelly tried to veto the rule but was overruled by the
republican supermajority. Governor Kelly encourages people to get vaccinated against the infectious disease. Up to the
date of this publication, the Kansas Department of Health and Environment @ (KDHE) indicates that we have 37 cases of
measles, 30 of those are from people not vaccinated.
