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Well, it’s almost camp time again. These notes will help you get ready for a wonderful camp experience. The
POWEROF2YOUTHCAMP will be held at the UNION GROVE CAMPGROUND in Cleveland, GA. Please be sure to
review this packing list and notes carefully so you’ll be ready for a great camp week.

Packing:
It is time to start planning for what you’ll need at camp this summer.

First, be sure to look over the code of conduct that you have signed to refresh your memory about those things that can
and cannot be worn at camp. The dress code applies to both Teen and Junior Camps. In general, girls must be modest
with all skirts, dresses, culottes, etc being below the knee. Tops should not be tight, sleeveless or bare back. Remember
girls, if you have to pull it down all the time — it was too short in the first place. You may wear culottes for activities, but
they MUST be skirt appearing and NOT just baggy shorts - gym shorts are NOT a replacement for culottes. Guys,
no shorts, tanks, sleeveless shirts, etc. Also, please, no sweatpants or jeans/pants with holes in immodest places. Girls
should wear skirts or dresses to evening services. Guys, should wear “nicer clothes’ — preferably, shirts with collars or
shirt and tie.

There will be water slides and jumpies during camp. The activity will be separated by boy girl — but as a
reminder, the boys will need to wear wind pants, etc. (not just swim trunks or shorts) and the girls may want to
wear their one-piece swimsuit, but they must cover it up with culottes and a shirt. DARK TOPS AND BOTTOMS
ARE REQUIRED FOR BOYS AND GIRLS!

An offsite activity is scheduled for Monday. Campers will wear their camp T-shirts to the activity.

When you are packing, be sure to include the following clothing items:
0 Adequate clothes for 2 Evening services
Adequate play clothes for 3 days of activities plus clothes to ride home
*Some activities will get you dirty and may stain clothing
Tennis Shoes
At Least 1 Dark, Loose T-shirts (quys and girls); girl — Dark Skirt or Culottes — For Water or Wet activities
Appropriate Swim Wear
Sleep Clothes
Jacket or Sweatshirt for cool evenings
Socks, Underclothes, Personal items
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Other Items you should bring to Camp:

0 Bed Roll - WE STRONGLY SUGGEST THAT YOU BRING A SLEEPING BAG for your personal use. You
will also want a pillow! Junior Campers will be housed in an open dorm setting with their respective age
group.

a Pastors and registered chaperones will be provided hotel style lodging. The camp provides linens and
towels for pastors and chaperones.

JUNIOR CAMPERS WILL BE HOUSED BY AGE GROUP/GENDER UNDER THE DIRECT AND
CONSTANT SUPERVISION OF A COUSELOR - not by church group as Teens are housed.
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Towels and Wash clothes — restricted to NO MORE than one shower a day — bring a couple of towels and hang
them up to dry and reuse them.

You will want money for the canteen. The Canteen opens several times each day with snacks, drinks, bottled water, etc.
