Jacquie Franz and the staff at Academy of Dance are excited for anoth-
er summer of musical theatre dance!  For five and a half weeks, our 
students will dance, sing and act while learning choreography and stag-
ing for Beauty and The Beast. Camp is open for children age 7-14, and 
no prior dance or acting experience is needed. 
 
 
Camp is from 9:00-4:00pm Monday - Friday.  Extended Day is an op-
tion from 8:00-9:00am and 4:00-5:00pm for a small fee. (Please email 
studio to make arrangements.) 
Our students will take classes in Ballet, Jazz, Tap, Lyrical, Hip Hop, 
Vocal and Musical Theatre.  From the first day of camp, our students 
will begin learning choreography and staging for our production of 
Beauty and The Beast.  We will perform four shows the last week of 
camp, free for parents to attend! (limited seating available, masks will 
be required) 
 
 
In accordance with the City of Jacksonville, masks will be required 
while inside the studio.  Students must wear a leotard and tights eve-
ry day and their hair must be in a bun or a neat ponytail.  (Black leo-
tard and tan tights will be required for the show, but students may 
wear other colors during regular class days).   
 
 
Tuition is $600 for the five and a half week program. (We will be 
closed July 2- July 5th) and there is a $35 registration fee due with 
form to hold your spot in the program.   
 
 
Lunch, snacks and water are not provided.  Weather permitting, stu-
dents and staff will eat lunch outside in the shade of our build-
ing.  Short snack/water breaks are held on the benches in front of our 
studio.  
*We have pizza day and Chik Fil A day each week.  Details will be sent
