As your trace becomes more and more intense, notice that it has no beginning or 

                             ending; neither is there any entrance into the circle, for it is complete and whole.  In addition, we notice that it is of another 

sphere

PART II:  WHO IS GOD, THE SON? 

 
Let us now turn our attention to the fact that throughout our entire lives, we have heard the “Son of God” referred to as 

many names, but most always we heard him referred to as these three names:  “THE WORD OF GOD”, “THE LAMB 

OF GOD”, and most often, “JESUS CHRIST”.  Well saints of God, he is most definitely all of these!  Later in this class 
we will look at some of his other names, but first we shall look at two primary ones, beginning with the “WORD” of God, 

which in itself will help us to understand his origin.  

 
   

 

A.  The Word 

 
As we remember from above, the “Ancient of Days” was before any and everything.  We also now understand that God, 

the Ancient of Days, has no limitations of being, or intelligence and is perfectly free to express the boundless force of 

love, while traveling in a perfect circle of power and might, without CHANGE.   From this makeup of eternal power and 
might, with unlimited knowledge, came forth as an expression, which we refer to as a “Word”.  This word was the force 

and the makeup of power within this perfect circle of spiritual love.  Thus, came forth the “Word of God”, coming out as 

an amalgamation ← (use your tools) of everything within the eternal circle.

B.  Jesus Christ 
 
As mentioned above, the other most recognized name of the “Word of God” is …JESUS CHRIST!  We ask then, when 

and why did his father, the “Ancient of Days”, give him this name?  Let us hear what Wisdom makes known unto us 

concerning this fact.  As we all know the story of how Jesus was born, Wisdom wants us to understand that Jesus is the 
name of the vesture or body of human form that he put upon himself to enter into this earth’s dimension to com- plete the 

adoption works of his children on earth, which ended with his crucifixion.  Therefore, as the “Word” he put on a covering.  

This fact is found in Revelation 19:13.  This adoption would make us heirs to the heavenly family through him.    
 
[Note: At the time of Christ was crucified on the cross, he was then called the “Lamb of God” because he was slain like a lamb 

            that was used in Moses’ time to give sacrifice.  In addition, when lambs are killed, they do not fight back or anything 

            like that; they just take it.  Even though as the Lamb of God he could have stopped them from killing him, he just hung 

            there on the cross and asked his father to forgive them.] 
 

Now many people of the earth think that Jesus was only a man and a prophet like Isaiah and Jeremiah and others.  So, 
they think that they should only pray to God, the Father, the “Ancient of Days” and just totally ignore Jesus; but how 

foolish and confused they are.   Did not the scriptures just show us that Jesus was the “initial” or “first” expression of 

God, the Father and that he was God too?  Did not the scriptures also tell us that as the “living word” of God, he (Jesus) 
created everything in heaven and in earth?  Let us examine the relationship between God, the Father, and Jesus.

            clear.  To try to separate them or to try to go around Jesus is pure foolishness!  It would be like saying that your 

            grandfather is your father.  We know that in the order of things, we cannot have a GRANDFATHER without 

            first acknowledging or giving honor to your FATHER!  Since we know that Jesus created us, we therefore  

            know that we are his children; so he is our heavenly father and the “Ancient of Days” is our heavenly grandfather.] 
 

 

 

 

PART III:  WHO IS OUR HEAVENLY MOTHER? 

 

 
The word “Mother” is sweet indeed.  She bears the “pain of delivery” of all whom were born into life.  The virtue (or 

moral excellence, goodness and righteousness) of her in the flesh is love, pity, and tenderness, with untiring effort toward 

all the good of her children.  She asks so little and gives so much.  Our first knowledge of a “Mother” is in the flesh and 
all of us are commanded to honor our mothers.  This commandment is binding upon all who are born into the flesh.

[Note: So we see here that even Jesus showed honor, love and compassion for his earthly mother, because even as he was dying 

            on the cross, he made sure that his mother would be taken care of after his death.  However, we should state here that 

            the Virgin Mary was truly the biological mother of Jesus Christ (in the flesh).   In addition, he truly did recognize her  

            as his mother with the words, “Behold your mother”.  However, we must understand that at no time did the Lord Jesus 

            Christ or his disciples instruct us in any of their teachings to give worship to Mary.  This order of worship was given by 

            Pagan Rome after they stopped their persecutions of the true Christians with lions, crucifixions and other horrible 

            things.  They then also “so-called embraced” or accepted the name of Christ and renamed their worship of “Diana, the 

            Sun God”, to “Mary, the Mother of Jesus”.  They (Catholicism) then renamed their statues of idolatry from Diana to 

            Mary and placed them inside their churches as icons or symbols of worship.  As we know, this was a forbidden law of 

            God found within the holy commandments (Exodus 20:4-5 and Isaiah 8:20). 

 

            But, we must also understand that Mary was, and is a blessed saint of the Lord.  We are to further understand that the 

            Lord did say that “all that are in the graves shall hear his voice”, and therefore the word ALL includes Mary too since 

            she herself lies in her grave (not in heaven) awaiting her reward in the resurrection of the people of Israel as seen in 

            Daniel 12:2 and St. John 5:28-29.]         
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Now, however, God has opened up his mysteries to us.  After honoring our mother in the flesh, our knowledge is turned  

to the throne of God.  It is his feeling that every child should know its mother and therefore he wants us to know our 
heavenly mother, so the words are “Behold your Mother in heaven: the Wisdom of God, Most Holy.”   We must worship 

her in spirit and in truth and our devotion is welcomed in heaven at the throne of God, which is where the Wisdom of 

God, Most Holy dwells.  She was with God in the creation of Man, ordering all things concerning him, for man is her 

baby of creation.  It is said, “Her delight is in the children of Men.”  The Wisdom of God is not a human being, but 
God, most gracious and mighty; whose wisdom has no limits.  So we ask, “Where did she come from?”  Let us begin.
