3. What is the theological significance of no one being found worthy in heaven, earth, or under the earth?
4. Why does John respond with intense weeping rather than quiet disappointment?
5. How does this passage reveal humanity’s inability to bring about redemption or justice?

Revelation 5:5 
6. Why are the titles “Lion of the tribe of Juda” and “Root of David” important in identifying the Messiah?
7. What Old Testament expectations are being fulfilled in this verse?

Revelation 5:6 
8. Why does John see a Lamb instead of a Lion when he looks?
9. What is the significance of the Lamb appearing “as it had been slain” yet standing?
10. How do the seven horns and seven eyes deepen our understanding of Christ’s authority and role?
11. How does this image shape a biblical understanding of power and authority?

Revelation 5:7 
12. What is the significance of the Lamb taking the scroll from the right hand of God?
13. How does this action establish Christ’s authority over history and judgment?
14. Why is it important that only Christ, and not an angel or elder, takes the scroll?
15. What comfort should believers draw from Christ’s control of God’s redemptive plan?



Revelation 5:8–10 
16. What does the posture of the elders and living creatures reveal about true worship?
17. What do you think is significant about the prayers of saints and the odours of the golden vials?
18. What does redemption “by thy blood” teach about the cost and nature of salvation?
19. How should being made “kings and priests” affect the believer’s identity and mission?

Revelation 5:11–12 
20. Why do you think that the number and participation of angels emphasized in these verses?
21. What is the significance of the sevenfold praise given to the Lamb?
22. How does angelic worship affirm Christ’s worthiness?
23. What does this scene reveal about heaven’s values?
24. How does this challenge human-centered views of importance or success? 

Revelation 5:13–14 
25. Why is all creation included in this final act of worship?
26. What does shared worship of the One on the throne and the Lamb reveal about Christ’s nature?
27. Why is the response “Amen” significant at the close of the chapter?
28. How does this passage shape our understanding of ultimate reality and destiny?
29. How should this vision influence worship, obedience, and hope in daily Christian life? How does this impact or challenge you in your worship of the Lord?
